As we prepare for the birth of Jesus, the symbols used to decorate the Jesse Tree  

during Advent are a way of reminding us of Salvation history through the promises  

(covenants) God made throughout the Old Testament preparing for the birth of  

His only Son.  Jesse was the father of David, Israel’s greatest king.  A thousand  

years later Jesus was born in Bethlehem, the ancient city of David because Joseph 

 was a descendant of David’s royal line.  The prophet Isaiah said  “A shoot will  

spring from the stock of Jesse, a new shoot will grow from his roots.“  Christians  

see that promise fulfilled in Jesus.  Adam and Eve and their disobedience to God  

is represented by the APPLE.  The DOVE reminds us of God ‘s promise to Noah  

after the flood, and is a symbol of peace, love and forgiveness.  Jacob (Isaac’s son) 

 and his amazing dream with a ladder reaching up to heaven is represented by 

a LADDER .  Jacob was given the name ‘Israel’ by God and his descendants were   

known as the ‘children of Israel’.  The 2 STONE TABLETS  remind us of the Ten Commandments which God gave to Moses 

so that the Israelites might live at peace with Him and each other.  Isaiah’s prophecy of a saviour who would establish 

universal peace and love is symbolized by a SCROLL.  The HARP represents King David the youngest of Jesse’s sons.  David 

played the harp to the troubled King Saul and wrote many of the psalms we sing today.  The CROWN reminds us of King 

Solomon who was David’s son. God gave Solomon great wisdom and understanding.  The WHITE ROSE represents the 

purity and sinless perfection of Mary the mother of Jesus.  The STAR symbolises Jesus our Saviour and the Light of the 

World, born in Bethlehem, city of David in a place marked out by a bright new star.
